MEDIEVAL AQUISITION

Special Collections in the ASU
Hayden Library recently acquired a
facsimile copy of the Luttrell Psalter,
one of the greatest treasures of the
British Library. It is an illuminated
manuscript commissioned by Sir
Geoffrey Luttrell, a wealthy land-
owner who lived at Irnham,
Lincolnshire, and was created by
several artists who probably lived
and worked in the Luttrell house-
hold between the years 1330 and 1345. As a result of the
artists’ close connection with the patron’s family, the manu-
script provides a unique glimpse of medieval life in rural
England with depictions of people at work and play. This
reproduction also contains a scholatly commentary by
Michelle Brown, former Curator of Illuminated Manuscripts
at the British Library, which tells the story of the manuscipt
in great detail and includes a folio-by-folio desctiption and
analysis of the illustrations on each page. The call number
for this work is Spec B-736.
